Hagley Museum and Library:  Resiliency after Hurricane Ida

On September 1, 2021, Wilmington experienced brief but intense rainfall from the remnants of Hurricane Ida.  But it was the excessive rainfall upstream in the Brandywine Valley that overtook Chadds Ford and Wilmington the next day.  The Hagley Powder Yard was underwater from a record-setting 23-foot flood that scoured the mills, dumped 180,000 gallons of water in the Visitor Center basement, and swept through the entire first floor of historic Breck’s Mill. Hagley’s Executive Director Jill MacKenzie was in the powder yard at 6:15 that morning documenting the flood and planning for the aftermath. Her talk will focus on Hagley’s resiliency in rebuilding through dramatic before and after photos of the incredible flood. 

Jill MacKenzie became the Executive Director of Hagley Museum and Library in May 2020. In her 40 plus years she headed marketing, fundraising, and eventually became museum 
director in 2016. 

Ms. MacKenzie and the Hagley team accomplished a feat never before achieved by any American history museum: an exhibit in the People’s Republic of China. It featured Hagley’s 19th century United States patent models and was viewed by nearly 2 million visitors. Other significant accomplishments during her tenure include managing several successful multi-million-dollar capital campaigns. She also led the team that created the 2022 Nation of Inventors exhibition focused on Hagley’s patent model collection that now presents a new gateway to Hagley. She is leading the institution in strategic planning that will take Hagley through the next several years with a refined mission to “inspire people to be innovative in their own lives.”

Ms. MacKenzie holds a BA and MA in Communication from the University of Delaware and completed studies in the Getty Leadership Institute. She was named a Delaware Women in Business honoree in 2020.
