Michael Bamberger

Sports journalist and writer

Join us as John Wellons and Michael have an open conversation about Michael's new book, "The Ball in the Air," a valentine to amateur golf, and as they also dive into this odd moment in professional golf. 
After graduating from the University of Pennsylvania in 1982, Bamberger became a reporter for the Vineyard Gazette on Martha's Vineyard, Massachusetts. He joined The Philadelphia Inquirer in 1986 and became a senior writer for Sports Illustrated in 1995. Bamberger is the author of seven nonfiction books and the co-author of one novel.  Since May 2022 he has written for the Fire Pit Collective.

Bamberger has covered the complete realm of sports journalism, but is best known for his writing on the sport of golf.  Through his long association with the game, he developed deep relationships with many professionals and amateurs alike.  These relationships led to writing beyond daily or weekly journalism to golf autobiographical books, including To the Linksland (1992) and Men in Green (2015).  His most recent book (The Ball in the Air: A Golfing Adventure) becomes available on March 28, 2023.

His writing extends beyond sports as well to the novel Wonderland:  A Year in the Life of an American High School (2004) and a book on writer-director-producer M. Night Shyamalan.

Bamberger is best known for his incisive points of view and willingness to be direct in his reporting and commentary.  His writing style brings athletes and characters to life, revealing their true spirit, flaws and all, to create a human connection between the reader and subject.  

Bamberger’s former Sports Illustrated colleague, John Garrity, gave praise to Bamberger’s writing, saying:  “Michael Bamberger is a hard-boiled reporter with a sly wit, but his bottom-line virtue is empathy.  That’s made him the most penetrating and insightful golf writer of our time.”
