                    “Winterthur Library: Revealed”
The Winterthur Library is both a product of H.F. du Pont's broader vision to preserve and elevate the decorative arts in America and of its own unique ambition. Over its nearly 75-year history, the library has developed into one of the nation’s premier research centers for the study of American art, design, and culture. Today, the Winterthur Library holds more than a million books, archives, special collections, and visual resources spanning more than four centuries, from spectacular 18th century design sources that inspired generations of craftsmen, artists, and architects to collections that bring insight into how people navigated society and lived with their material surroundings, from advertising and trade resources to advice literature. Open to all, free of charge, the library welcomes thousands of scholars, students, and community members each year who engage these unique collections in innovative research and creative projects – connecting past and present and transforming our understanding of our history and material past. 

Join Rebecca Parmer, director of the Winterthur Library, for a look at the library’s history and some of its unique, diverse – and occasionally bizarre – collections.

Rebecca Parmer is the Director of the Library at Winterthur Museum, Garden & Library, the country’s premier institution for the study of American decorative arts and material culture, where she provides leadership, strategic vision, and administrative oversight of a vibrant independent research library. With nearly two decades in the academic and cultural heritage sectors, Parmer’s experience spans administrative, archival, library, teaching, and curatorial positions. Before joining Winterthur in 2022, she led the University of Connecticut’s special collections library. A scholar of early American history, literature, and material culture, Parmer’s research focuses on American print, readership, and the popular press; maritime history and literature; and global networks of print, reading, and exchange through the 19th century.
